In recent years, nearly 
every community in the 
United States has been 
equipped with a 911 
emergency phone system. 
The newest versions of 
this system are state of 
the art. All a person has 
to do is dial those three 
numbers to be instantly 
c o n n e c t e d  t o  a 
dispatcher. 

The d i spatcher ’ s 
c o m p u t e r  s c r e e n 
identifies the number 

from which the call is 
being made, the address, 
and the name under 
which the telephone is 
listed. The system is 
simultaneously connected 
to the police department, 
fire department, and 
paramedics. A person 
using the 911 system 
doesn’t even need to 
utter a word in order for 
help to be activated and 
dispatched to the scene. 

God has His own 911 
system—a system more 
foolproof, fail-safe, and 
faithful than anything 
man could ever hope to 
design. When we send up 
911 prayers, we are 
sometimes hysterical, or 
we don’t know the right 
words to convey our 
deepest needs. But God 
hears. He already knows 
our name and all about 
our circumstances. He 
knows the precise answer 
to our prayer even before 
we voice it. His help is on 
the way the moment we 
turn to Him.
